Statement of Significance:

'‘Glendalough’, built in 1923 by local plumber, Norman Grey, is an intact red brick attic-style bungalow with
Japanese stylistic influences. Located in the Travancore estate, the house is situated on land once belonging to
the famous Flemington house estate of Hugh Glass, who made his fortune in land and stock dealing. The
estate was sold late last century to Henry Madden who was prominent in the horse trading business in India.
Madden renamed the mansion and estate Travancore. Subdivision of the estate commenced in 1918 with the
street being given Indian hames in accordance with the name of the mansion. Glendalough takes fill advantage
of its elevated position, having a gracious set of steps leading through a terraced garden to a wide entrance
porch.

Glendalough is of historical, architectural, and social significance to Victoria.
